Re: WAQTC and TTQP Certification Exam Costs  

As of January 1, 2010, UDOT will have the following policy for the WAQTC/TTQP program:   
 
Each UDOT employee is allowed one attempt, during a 4 year period, for each of the eight 
qualification modules at no charge.    
 
A repeat of the same class during a 4 year period will result in a $100 charge to the ORG of 
the employee if one of the following applies:   
 
• The employee does not provide at least a 72 hour cancellation notice before the 

certification class, the employee’s ORG will be charged the next time the employee signs 
up for the certification.  A notice will be sent to the Supervisor and/or the Region Engineer 
for opportunity to justify absence. Emergency situations will be reviewed and the 
technician may receive a waiver.   

 
• The employee scores 50% or lower on the written exam the employee’s ORG will be 

charged the next time the employee signs up for the certification. 
 

• The employee does not pass the practical exam the employee’s ORG will be charged the 
next time the employee signs up for the certification. 

 
Each certification is a 5 year qualification provided the two IA’s are completed each calendar 
year.   
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
