 

We were able to get the application up and running in Citrix, but there does appear to be an issue with running analyses on the network drive (probably related to relative vs. absolute paths in Windows .NET Framework). To work around this issue, please make sure ME Design Citrix users perform the following steps when working in ME Design.

 

1)      Open ME Design through Citrix.

2)     Click the Tools Node-> Double click the Options Node.

3)      Under the “Location of My ME Design folder” option, put the following (without quotes) “C:\Users\Public\Documents”

4)      Close the “Options” tab in ME Design.

5)      Open any project.

6)      Save the project to the “C:\Users\Public\Documents” location using the “Save As” menu button.

7)      Run the project.

 

The project should run to completion without errors. Once the user has completed working with the project, they will need to copy or move it to a secured UDOT server location (so it can be properly backed up in the event of the user’s hard disk failing).
