INSPECTING, SAMPLING AND ACCEPTING PAVEMENT MARKING PAINT ON NEW CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS
Picture (if applicable)
Acceptance of pavement marking paint (waterborne) on new construction projects is in accordance with the UDOT Quality Management Plan (QMP) 513 and the Materials Special Provision 02765s.  Both documents, and links to the Qualified Suppliers and Materials Database discussed below may be found at the following link: http://www.udot.utah.gov/go/materials .
QUALIFIED APPLICATORS AND SUPPLIERS
The QMP 513 establishes pre-qualification requirements for paint suppliers and applicators.   Paint should not be accepted from a supplier other than those listed on the qualified suppliers list and may not be applied to new-constructed roadways by applicators not appearing on the list.  
SAMPLING AND TESTING FOR ACCEPTANCE
UDOT Central Materials (or a representative lab) will test all paint for material quality acceptance as specified in 02765s.   Before a supplier ships paint to be used on a UDOT project, a batch sample must be submitted to Central Materials for testing.   Upon arrival at the applicator’s shop, totes are sampled and tested again.  This is the point of acceptance.  The results of the tote testing is recorded and made available through the UDOT Materials Database.   The database will produce a report for accepted paint totes.  Inspectors should not allow any applicator to paint without providing the acceptance report on-site.   Though the point of acceptance for paint is in the applicator’s yard, inspectors should also take samples at the roadway and submit them to Central Materials.   Roadway samples are important for evaluating the applicator’s quality control procedures.   A significant number of failed samples at the roadway may lead to removal of the applicator from the UDOT qualified list.    All test results will be available through the Materials Database.  
FURTHER INFORMATION
